Invocation 

Confession of Sin: 
Remember, O LORD, thy tender mercies and thy lovingkindnesses; for they have been ever of 
old.   Remember not the sins of my youth, nor my transgressions: according to thy mercy 
remember thou me for thy goodness’ sake, O LORD. Good and upright is the LORD: therefore 
will he teach sinners in the way. For thy name’s sake, O LORD, pardon mine iniquity; for it is 
great. Turn thee unto me, and have mercy upon me; for I am desolate and afflicted.  The troubles 
of my heart are enlarged: O bring thou me out of my distresses.

Responsive Reading of the Psalms: Psalm 37:23-40, p.798

If the Lord delights in a man’s way, he makes his steps firm; 
  
though he stumble, he will not fall, for the Lord upholds him with his hand. 
  
I was young and now I am old, yet I have never seen the righteous forsaken or their 
children begging bread. 
  
They are always generous and lend freely; their children will be blessed. 
  
Turn from evil and do good; then you will dwell in the land forever. 
  
For the Lord loves the just and will not forsake his faithful ones. 

They will be protected forever; but the offspring of the wicked will be cut off. 
  
The righteous will inherit the land and dwell in it forever. 
  
The mouth of the righteous man utters wisdom, and his tongue speaks what is just. 
  
The law of their God is in his heart; his feet do not slip. 
  
The wicked lie in wait for the righteous, seeking their very lives; 
  
but the Lord will not leave them in their power or let them be condemned when 
brought to trial. 
  
Wait for the Lord and keep his way.   

He will exalt you to inherit the land; when the wicked are cut off, you will see it. 
  
I have seen a wicked and ruthless man flourishing like a green tree in native soil, 
  
but he soon passed away and was no more; though I looked for him, he could not be 
found. 



  
Consider the blameless, observe the upright; there is a future for the man of peace. 
  
But all sinners will be destroyed; the future of the wicked will be cut off. 
   
The salvation of the righteous comes from the Lord; he is their stronghold in time of 
trouble. 

The Lord helps them and delivers them; he delivers them from the wicked and saves 
them, because they take refuge in him.   

Hymn #614 – Now Israel May Say, and That in Truth 

1Now Israel may say, and that in truth, 
if that the Lord had not our right maintained, 
if that the Lord had not with us remained, 
when cruel men against us rose to strive, 
we surely had been swallowed up alive.
